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These maps were compiled from Voyager 2 images of Miranda.
The pictorial map is based on a preliminary photomosaic
compiled prior to the establishment of control. The Polar
Stereographic projection used for these maps is based on a
sphere with a diameter of 482 km. Average position error of the
mosaic with respect to control (Davies and others, 1987) is less

jk« Sl than 2 km.

All landforms are shown as if illuminated from the south using
portrayal and interpretation techniques described by Inge (1972)
and Inge and Bridges (1976). Surface markings are also shown.
Variations in image resolution precluded map portrayal at
uniform levels of detail.
